Fracking leads to…

· billions of gallons of waste water; about 25% (conservative estimate) of the poisonous fracking fluids stay in the ground (EPA)

· increased concentrations of methane and other toxic compounds in ground water (National Academy of Sciences)

· well-pad littered landscapes, the setup of which is accompanied by noise and traffic pollution by ~1000 trucks per well (PA DEP)

· VOCs and NOx emissions  at high-density well sites, resulting in ozone levels more dense than LA smog, despite what industry representative refer to as “strict regulations” (AP)
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What’s the rush?

· The gas isn’t going anywhere; it’s trapped in the shale, remember?  

· If it’s safe now, it will be safer in 10 years, and worth more.  

· Let’s get this right, and protect ourselves and our environment!
